e Close toilet lids
e Hide toiletries — soaps, toothbrushes, razors
e Use fresh, neatly folded towels

BEDROOMS

e Make all beds — use clean and styled linen
e Clear bedside tables
e Hide laundry baskets

EXTERIOR

e Mow lawns, tidy gardens, remove weeds
e Remove vehicles from the driveway
e Hide bins, hoses, and tools
